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Councilman supports bringing manufacturing plant to Boulder City

The answer to alternative-en-
ergy efficiency is blowing in the
wind, says local inventor Richard
Steinke.

Steinke, chairman and CEO

of Boulder City-based Wind
Sail Receptor Inc., gave a public
demonstration on Dec. 8 of his
company’s  power-generating
“ wind turbine, which he says tests

show is more efficient than any

other wind turbine or form of
alternative energy available.

“I built this‘ technology to
compete with coal and natural
gas,” Steinke told a small group
gathered in a parking lot at the
intersection of State Route 165
and U.S. Highway 95.

He told the group his journey
designing the turbine began with
a study seven years ago.

“The windmills of today are 20
percent efficient and the material
of the blades is not conducive (to
their use),” he said.

The design he patented in
2008, with polyurethane blades
that capture more air than
traditional models and use a
specially designed generator, is
much more efficient than other
designs, obtaining efficiency of
over 90 percent, Steinke said.

“By syncing the generator
to the blades I will max out the
potential, meaning I will get over
90 percent of that wind power,”
he told the Boulder City Review
Monday.

He also said his blades are

which he claims is the most efficient alternative energy source in existence. Steinke demonstrated

turbine on Dec. 8, a project that began with a study seven years ago.

much more durable - liter-
ally bulletproof — and showed
blades that had been shot by

both a .45 caliber bullet and a -

bullet from an AK-47 assault rifle
with no penetration.

The design also makes no
noise, he said.

After his introduction, indi-
viduals were invited to watch the
turbine in action by following, in
spectator vehicles, as the turbine
truck drove down the road.

The four-blade, 6-foot diameter
turbine on the back of the truck
was hooked up to 30 200-watt
light bulbs to indicate the 6,000
watts Steinke said the turbine
could produce at wind speeds of
about 40 mph.

“This is the greatest point in in-
vention history, when you finally
reach it,” Steinke told the group
riding in his vehicle.

He said the model on the truck
reached an efficiency of about 65

the

percent, but one with six blades
is projected to reach an efficien-
cy of over 90 percent.

Steinke initially planned to
have a turbine erected for testing
last year, earning an approval in
February 2010 from the City
Council to put a larger model
on city land in exchange for one
megawatt of power the turbine
would produce.
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
